The Directors of the Office of Resilience & Community Services, the Director of Office of Safe and
Healthy Neighborhoods and the Director of Develop Louisville is are requested to obtain approval
from the majority of the external agency panel if any changes are made after their initial approval of
the recommended grants. 
 
h.  Included in E.2.a.(1) above includes $220,000 for homeless outreach to provide additional
services to very high needs homeless individuals, specifically in currently underserved areas outside
the Watterson Expressway.
 

4. Language for the capital budget – I corrected some underscores that were spoken about in
the committee.

a. Any council member with a CIF balance more than $300,000 as of December 31, 2022 shall submit a plan for the use of those funds to the Budget Committee Chairs and the President no later than January 31, 2023.   
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G. Facilities & Fleet Management

Project 13 Vehicles/Equipment for Police

a. Included in Project 13 is up to $31,000 to purchase an electric ATV for the LMPD 5th Division (Cherokee Park and Seneca Park area).  

H. Public Works & Assets

Project 21 Metro Street Paving 

c.  Included in project 21 is Fiscal Year 2022 - 2023 paving and pavement rehab funds as outlined in the 3 Year Paving Plan presented to the Council. 



d.  Any Council member with previously funded paving capital accounts must develop a specific plan for spending those funds by September 30, 2022.  If a plan is not developed, PW&A will assign projects to those accounts for paving projects in that district.

d.   For Fiscal Year 2023, Public Works and Assets has a hybrid sidewalk repair plan. Public Works is recommending a $2,000,000 sidewalk repair budget to be dedicated for proactive sidewalk repairs as identified in the 2018 sidewalk assessment and an additional $1,000,000 to repair locations that have been reported by citizens in the order reported.  This hybrid approach takes advantage of the sidewalk survey that targets locations such as those sidewalks with higher pedestrian activity, TARC routes, and those in proximity to hospitals and schools while still addressing deficient sidewalks identified by residents from January 1, 2019 through June 21, 2019 or until the $1,000,000 funding is all used.

c. The funding may only be released for use by the Waterfront Development Corporation at a rate of $1 million of Metro funds released for every $1 million of external funds raised by Waterfront Development Corporation.

Part III General Provisions:

C.  Upon project completion, as determined by the Chief Financial Officer, any unexpended funds shall lapse to the fund from which they were appropriated; however, all unused allocations from Capital Infrastructure Fund projects or any other capital project added by the Metro Council  or project 2 contained herein titled Council Designated Projects shall be returned to the Council Member's unallocated Capital Infrastructure Fund or Republican Pooled Unallocated CIF or transferred by ordinance to another capital project determined by the Councilmember or  Republican Caucus.

J. All proceeds from the sale of real property declared surplus by the Metro Council shall be subject to appropriation by the Metro Council for capital project purposes.   Sale of such items shall be reported to the Council with quarterly reports.   Metro Council will be informed of any sale within 30 days of closing & prior to any appropriation of the proceeds is submitted to the Metro Council for consideration.

S.  All previously funded Louisville Loop capital projects will be transferred from Metro Parks and Recreations to Public Works and Assets.

Previous appropriations include sufficient funds for the restoration of the King Louis statue.  Develop Louisville will make a presentation to the Community Affairs, Housing and Education Committee by September 30, 2022 on the use of those funds for the restoration, the relocation of the statue and the funds needed for the relocation.

Unexpended balances in the Fiscal Year 2022 - 23 general fund appropriation and carryforward funds as of June 30, 2022 for general operations shall be Designated from Fund Balance for general operations expenditure in Fiscal Year 2022-23.  Use of restricted expenditures will be determined by Committee on Committees.    

f.  Unexpended funds from the transfer of Neighborhood Development Fund into Metro’s General Operations shall be transferred to the appropriate District Neighborhood Development Fund prior to closing the fiscal year.  

g.   If any district cost center expends more than their Fiscal Year 2021-22 revised budget, the cost will be covered by a transfer from the administrative budget excess legislative aide salary, if available, and/ or from the District’s Neighborhood Development Fund before the close of the fiscal year.

The 1-year Highway Safety Grant is a federal pass through grant through the Kentucky Transportation Cabinet that will provide funding for extra police patrols for traffic enforcement by the Traffic Unit and Patrol Divisions. The Director of the Office of Resilience & Community Services, the Director of Office of Safe and Healthy Neighborhoods and the Director of Develop Louisville are requested to share scoring results with all applicants and provide explanation to all applicants whose applications were not considered for the Fiscal Year 2023-24 External Agency Fund no later than May 1, 2023. 

The Director of the Office of Resilience & Community Services, the Director of Office of Safe and Healthy Neighborhoods and the Director of Develop Louisville are requested to obtain approval from the majority of the external agency panel if any changes are made after their initial approval of the recommended grants.  

8.  OMB and/or County Attorney’s Office are requested to continue to submit quarterly reports to the Metro Clerk to provide information on settled litigation and other settled claims over $50,000.     

9.  The Chief Financial Officer is requested to continue to provide quarterly unaudited updates of the financial status of Metro within 45 days of the close of the quarter.

10. The Directors of all departments are requested to continue sending all monthly or quarterly reports currently provided to the Metro Council.  

11.  The Metro Council requests future Recommended Executive Budgets separate the number of hazardous duty employees and non-hazardous duty employees within each department. 

12.  Understanding that filling many positions and contractual services is essential, each department and agency is encouraged to delay spending authorized by this budget where possible until FY 22 is closed in December 2022, and projections on the FY 22 surplus available for the FY 23 budget are confirmed and newer projections for FY 24 and FY 25 revenue and expenses are available.
