• Animal Services has held 2 low-cost vaccine and microchip clinics so far in 2022. 

o 40214: During this event we administered 184 Rabies vaccinations and sold 182 
licenses. We also microchipped 22 animals.

o 40291: During this event we administered 108 rabies vaccinations and sold 96 licenses. We 
also microchipped 15 animals.

• Animal Services has held meetings with the Kentucky Humane Society to 
discuss area needs for their mobile caravan clinic and potential partnerships 
with Metro Council.
