An odor will be deemed objectionable when a

documented investigation by the District includes, as a
minimum:

= QObservations on the odor's nature, intensity, duration, and
location, and

= Evidence that the odor causes injury, detriment, nuisance, or
annoyance to persons or to the public

Sources of Objectionable Odors

Objectionable odors can come from many sources:

= Animal operations: Livestock hauling, food
processing, leather tanning

" Industry: Landfills, chemical manufacturing
processes, painting, distilleries

= Sewage: Wastewater treatment plants, catch basins
= Other: Restaurants, spray paint, roofing, paving

= Vehicles: Odors associated with diesel exhaust,
garbage trucks, burning oil

= Nature: Compost, wet soil, forest fires, trees

= Develop and implement a county-wide Odor Control Master Plan through a
phased multi-year project, including periodic updates and reports.

= Rebuild and replace untrapped catch basins in the Park DuValle neighborhood.

= (Clean all catch basins within its collection system by 12/31/2022.

= Post catch basin cleaning schedules, complaint logs, and Technic/ "~ ~
its Odor Control webpage.

* Hold Community Meetings and develop a Communications Plan
to inform the public about MSD’s odor control efforts.
