We spoke yesterday regarding Honorary Street Signs. The funds requested will be directed to Public Works & Assets,
Signs & Markings for costs associated with the making of and installation of 3 Honorary Street Signs at the cost of $188
each, or $564.

The signs
are to read in two lines “Theta Omega Way, Omega Psi Phi Fraternity, Inc.” The cost for the sign/installation is

$188 x 2 or $376.00.
