All of these options are subject to privately raising funds to supplement city funds in the amount of $1M

committed to by Mayor Fischer on May 21. Options 2 and 3 will require funding not only for the move
itself, but also the construction of a foundation upon which to sit the building and costs related to the
move which include moving of traffic lights, etc. along the path to its final destination. The City’s $1
million commitment will not cover the total costs associated with Options 2 and 3. If the supplemental

funds cannot be raised to move the entire building (Option #3), or the front porch and facade and the
first 30 feet of the side walls (Option #2) , then the City will only be relocating the front porch (Option
#1) and requesting to demolish the original Water Co. building from the site.

The circa 1914 Meter House building is proposed to be removed. This building, while considered
contributing, is a dependency to the original structure, and is not individually significant. The remaining
additions to the building, while old, are not historically or architecturally significant and were added on
in patchwork fashion over the years. These buildings were evaluated in 2005 by John Milner and
Associates and were determined to be non-contributing. Additionally, the non-contributing gas station
building (circa 1952) located at 456 S. Second St. will also be removed.

In place of the Water Company Building, Louisville Metro has entered into a Development Agreement
with Omni Hotels Louisville to build a 30-story tower consisting of a 600 room hotel, approximately 225
apartments, an urban grocery, 2 full service restaurants, a parking garage with approximately 825
spaces and other retail. This $289 million dollar development will transform the City’s skyline and
greatly enhance the ability of the City to attract new and more upscale conventions. This project
contains over $150 million in private dollars being invested in our city. It represents the largest
economic development project in Louisville in decades. This development will transform an entire city
block literally upon opening of the hotel. More specifically, it will take a site with no economic
productivity (as the site has largely been used for surface parking) to a site that will become one of the
most, if not the most, economically productive block in the City. This proposed project will transform the
site into a mixed use development that will be an economic engine for downtown. It has been
estimated that the Omni development will produce state and local tax revenues in excess of $320M over

30 years. By comparison, in 2007, the last year in which there was any notable, taxable economic
activity on the site that contained the Water Company building, it produced approximately $207K in
state and local revenues. If that number is adjusted for inflation and applied over a period of 30 years,
the Omni development would still produce over $310M more than the block as constituted in 2007. This
analysis does not even include the other ancillary economic activity that will be spurred by the Omni

project.

A critical piece of the financing of this development is the participation of the Commonwealth of

Kentucky pursuant to the Signature TIF program set out in KRS 154.30-050. Louisville M%ﬁ@%ﬁiwg m
approval from KEDFA, the Kentucky Economic Development Finance Authority, for state reimbursement :

The design of the project does not include the remnants of or the original Louisville Water Company

building as part of its plans. The building was carefully evaluated for potential re-use within the project,

but determined that it could not be appropriately re-adapted into the design concept. Thisis a large

scale project on a block with limited space. Once the central core of the hotel, residences and grocery

were sited on the block, then the remaining areas were required to serve it in a manner that maximized
efficiency and met the demands and needs of those venues so they could thrive and succeed. The
reincorporation and rehabilitation of the building was simply not viable for the new block given the new
programmatic utilizations as a hotel, grocery, restaurant and retail venue. More specifically, inclusion

of the Water Company building had the following negative effects:

1. It would significantly impact the efficiency of the new parking garage, which has been planned
to run parallel to 3" Street, by reducing its footprint by 1/3 of its overall length. A reduced
parking footprint would result in much taller parking structure that in turn would encroach into
and obstruct several levels of guestroom views looking towards the western skyline.
Compromised guestroom views result in an undesirable hotel guest experience.

2. It compromises the location and efficiency of ground level speed ramps connecting to upper
parking levels, which in turn had a negative impact to the clear ceiling height over the ground
level parking spaces serving the grocery store and making the space feel cavernous and
uninviting.

3. Itimpacts the position of the project’s service dock and would obstruct the flow of goods and
services into and out of the facility. The impact of relocating the service dock would cause the
ground level, back of house facilities to be redistributed to another level, which in turn would
affect the project’s overall costs and operational efficiency.

Given that this site has not been an intact block for several years, the LWC building is simply out of
place in relation to the scale and complexity of the proposed development. Even if it could have been
reincorporated, it still would have been out of place sitting next to a large tower with a hotel and
residences. Relocating the structure to a site that is more appropriate to its scale and historic character

is more appropriate.
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Recognizing that there is a potential for archeological deposits on the site an archaeological survey will
be conducted. The City will hire a qualified archeological consultant to conduct a survey which will
identify a sampling of deposits which will be evaluated and recorded. The information yielded from this
study will be submitted to the City in the form of a report. The archeologist will also conduct public
events that will explain and inform all interested about the site and any items on the site.

It is simply not debatable that the Omni development will have a greater positive impact upon the
District’s vitality and appearance than the preservation of the Water Company structure. This site has
been identified by the DDRO as a key activity center in the Core Downtown. With this mixed
development project, an entire city block will transformed from an underutilized gap in the middle of
our urban core to a signature attraction that will produce benefits to our City and visitors to our City on
a daily basis for years to come. The City, the Commonwealth, the Convention and Visitors Bureau all
recognize the transformational nature of this project and strongly support it.

As such, the City respectfully requests the DDRO to approve its plan to take down and/or remove the
buildings on the old Louisville Water Company block, subject to the Options described on the first page
of this document.
