Mr. President, we have 24 present, and you have a quorum.  

PRESIDENT KING:  Thank you, Mr. Clerk.  Please cause the record to reflect that Councilwoman Ward‑Pugh has an excused absence.  

MR. CLERK:  So noted, sir.  

PRESIDENT KING:  Thank you.  Mr. Clerk, are there any addresses to the Council?  

MR. CLERK:  Yes, sir. 

PRESIDENT KING:  Please bring them forward. 

MR. CLERK:  Deborah Gorman. 

PRESIDENT KING:  Deborah Gorman or O'Gorman?  

MR. CLERK:  Deborah O'Gorman.  Excuse me. 

DEBORAH O'GORMAN:  Good evening.  How are you all?  

The last meeting you met one of my newest members, Brittney, and she told you about her seizures.  I am here again to talk to you about what we need for the State Fair.  And today I am very tired because I was at Dosker Manor from 8:00 this morning to 1:00 doing a health fair.  We watched the jets.  But we had a lot of people there with epilepsy come to us.  I am going to school and teaching the young kids, then a light bulb, I hold up a light bulb. And they say Thomas Jefferson.  No, Thomas Edison.  

PRESIDENT KING:  Pardon me.  Let's show some courtesy for this lady, please.  Thank you.  Go ahead.
DEBORAH O'GORMAN:  And we hold up a light bulb.  Who invented the light bulb?  Thomas Jefferson?  I say no, Thomas Edison.  He invented the light bulb from his seizures.  And we tell the little children about Harriet Tubman.  She was digging the Underground Railroad and she got hit in the head and she had seizures from that, digging to Canada. 

And we give the children books about epilepsy.  The children want this one because it has a doggie.  And the little boys want this one or big boys want this one because it has electrodes.  And the teachers, we give this out to the teachers. 

What I'm trying to get to the point is, I have been asked to be at Seven Counties and I’m growing up and being asked to be with more non‑profits, Hope Group, and I got a phone call from a woman from Shelby and Oak.  And I'm going to go there and meet her next week.  

We are asking.  We have more people coming to us through the phones.  I don't charge money.  I charge time.  As I told you before, time is the biggest gift the good man gave us.  Tom Birch is giving one hundred dollars.  Tom Rhiner is giving me a hundred dollars.  

I need a total of $1,800 for the State Fair.  The booth cost ‑‑ and you have my state ID ‑‑ excuse me, my 501(c)(3) ID.  And you will get a receipt because all the money that is going to go to the National Heritage, and then you will get a receipt.  Da, da, da.  And that's all I ask.  I educate and help the people get what they need.  

Now that everybody's got passports, they don't need real free medicine, but they need to know they can go to the dentist.  Because a lot of people break they teeth like I did.  Swallow teeth.  They got dentistry.  We have free dentistry at our booth.  Small Smiles is at our booth every year and they give us a thousand.  Our booth costs $1,800.  Our insurance is 550.  We need about $500 more extra to spend for tickets and a few other things, you know, extra copies, here and there.  You know what I'm saying?  But Small Smiles is there.  They give dentistry, they give toothbrushes away and they give toothpaste away.  

I'm giving you all the books and asking, please help us, we are not fibbers.  God help us.  Who wants the books?  

[Applause].  Anybody want the books?  

PRESIDENT KING:  Clerk, do you want to collect the books from her, please.  Thank you.  

MR. CLERK:  Donnie Morris.  Donnie Morris.  Thomas Reed.  

PRESIDENT KING:  You have the floor, Mr. Reed. 

THOMAS REED:  Good evening, Council members.  My name is Thomas Reed. 

My group would like to invite you and the community to watch the Monday, April 21, 2014, KET broadcast called “Safe and Sound, Raising Emotionally Healthy Children in a Stressful World”.  This show will expound on the choices adults can make to protect children from developing emotional and anger problems, of which they eventually grow into teenagers and young adults.  

The theme of this broadcast is consistent with my December 13, 2013, reference to the November 13th, study by the Annie E. Casey Foundation that what we do affects our children.  For example, my group believes that the teenage mob violence that is occurring in Louisville, Detroit, and Chicago and many other cities stems from the choices that we as adults make that very often contradict the values we teach them.  

For example, we have shown you how local government is routinely taking away the freedom of youngsters by converting noncriminal issues into criminal cases.  Yet, we tell our children that this is the land of the free.  We teach them that our courts are for justice, yet judges in Jefferson County will not adjudicate the civil cases of average citizens.  

In fact, court clerks are refusing to place Daniel Cobble's notice of appearance onto the court docket.  Cases 10 CI8625 and 11 CI5650. 

That is, Cobble is being denied entry into our courtrooms.  These are criminal violations of the Kentucky and US Constitution.  Yet, Mayor Fischer and Governor Beshear keep asking for more taxes, but they won't even ensure these most fundamental protections of our citizens. 

In regards to the city and state illegally locking up my grandson, case 12 F06759, and causing my family a great deal of emotional pain, duress, and 15 months of running around, I have filed tort claim Reed‑2013‑0701 against the city and state.  And here I ask that you support my efforts to seek justice.  Let us show our children that America is not a lie, that the American people do not live in contradiction.  Let this community do the right thing by honoring the rule of law and show our children some semblance of justice and hope.  It is these types of actions that will bring peace to our community.  Injustice only causes frustration and resentment, that causes the unwise to lash out. 

Please see attached the first two pages of my tort claim and please see attached the March 30th, 2014, 5th death threat of Ms. Connie Marshall.  These death threats keep coming because our local FBI, and police Chief Steve Conrad will not investigate them.  

PRESIDENT KING:  Mr. Reed. 

THOMAS REED:  They won't investigate because they believe ‑‑ 

PRESIDENT KING:  Mr. Reed, your time has expired.  Would you please wrap up your thoughts? 

THOMAS REED:  Can I finish.  May I have about one minute to finish?  

PRESIDENT KING:  About ten seconds.  Please wrap it up. 

THOMAS REED:  Thank you very much.  Because they believe as we do that the threats are coming from metro police officers themselves.  This is the type of misguided behavior that confuses our youngsters.  If our leading adults act like this, then where can the hopes be for our youngsters?  And that is why we all should watch the April 21st broadcast on KET.  Thank you.  

PRESIDENT KING:  Thank you.  

[Applause].

MR. CLERK:  Chip White.  

PRESIDENT KING:  Mr. Clerk, led the record reflect Councilman Tandy is present. 

MR. CLERK:  So noted. 

CHIP WHITE:  Hi.  I would just like to address the members of the Council and thank you for your service and for what you do for the community.  Economic development is extremely important to our community, and you guys put the infrastructure, the services, and the management in place that help us to get jobs.  

As a carpenter, it is very important about economic development because if we are not developing, then we have no jobs to bid.  So we would like to personally invite all of our Metro Council persons to our open house.  We are having an open house April the 28th.  There will be catering there.  It is going to last from 8:00 a.m. to 2:00 p.m.   We will be giving 15‑minute tours of our facility to kind of show you what we do and how we train people. 

And just for fun, we are also going to have a little bit of a competition with some of our registered apprentices that are in the program.  We will have an interior systems competition with some of the apprentices and a millwright competition and also a general carpentry competition. 

So, just on a more positive note, I wanted to make sure everyone got the invitation and that I came down and official and respectfully invited each of you because we appreciate your service and what you do for the community.  So,  thank you. 

PRESIDENT KING:  Thank you. 

MR. CLERK:  Valerie Dougherty.  I apologize if I mispronounced your last name. 

VAL DOUGHERTY:  That was perfect.  

Good evening, Metro Council.  I am Val Dougherty from Dress for Success Louisville, home of the champions.  We are here because we are hosting our third annual power walk, is the empowerment walk, the only empowerment walk worldwide.  We are a worldwide organization.  

Our mission is to promote the economic independence of disadvantaged women.  And we do that in several ways.  One of the ways is through our health and wellness program.  This year we are going to be at Shawnee Park.  We realize as an organization that there are a lot of issues that face our community.  And so obesity is one of them.  Along with the first lady of this country, we want to get people moving and get excited about their health as well as wellness. 

So we are inviting you all to come with us and walk and empower our community in western Louisville.  We work with every single Council member's people.  We don't turn people down.  Everything we do is for free.  Our services are to help all women as well as our community not only be sustainable but also to take back their lives and reinforce the fact that they need to not just have a helping hand but also sometimes a hand up.  

This is what we do every single day.  We do it not only in Jefferson County but we do it in 14 counties,  Nine here in Kentucky as well as in Southern Indiana.  We are wanting you guys to come with us, walk with us, empower these families, let people know who reside in western Louisville that there is a very nice park there that they can utilize.  There are walking trails there.  There is the river walk that stretches all the way from the Belvedere in Waterfont Park all the way to Chickasaw Park that people don't take advantage of.

We are wanting our community to not only heal but also see that by joining us that they are making a step in the right direction.  So I'm here today to ask you to not only support us financially for this event, but also to walk with us at this event.  We also know that the mini marathon is that same day.  That's not our audience.  Our audience is those that are trying to get healthy and their families and children.  Thank you so much for your support. 

PRESIDENT KING:  Thank you. 

COUNCILWOMAN HAMILTON:  Mr. President, could she give the time and location?  I do have the NDF grant in my office. 

VAL DOUGHERTY:  Absolutely.  Thank you for that question.  The time for registration is 8:00 a.m. at Shawnee Park.  The fees, if you want to know that, is $15 for an individual.  It is $25 for a mom and mes.  That means you can have multiple kids.  And if you want to honor someone who has gone on to glory and you want to honor someone who is actually a hero to you, we have a category called a Thunder Hero and that is $25 as well. 

So, see our website, see me, talk to anyone you want to as far as Power Walk.  Look it up and you will see that we are really doing what we say we do as far as health and wellness and fitness.  That is just one of our programs that I want to mention today.  Thank you.  If you have any questions please go to our website as well as you can call us at 584‑8050. 

Again, my name is Val Dougherty and thank you again for your time.  

MR. CLERK:  Mr. President, that concludes the addresses to Council. 

PRESIDENT KING:  Thank you, Mr. Clerk.  

Alexis and Olivia, you have been hard at work.  You stand right where you are please?  Olivia, stand up.  Thank you.  You might look at this camera here or that one there because you are going to be on TV here for a moment. 

I have the honor and privilege of introducing my two nieces, Alexis and Olivia King.  They are going to be serving as our pages tonight.  Alexis and Olivia are the granddaughters of my brother and sister‑in‑law, John and Terri King.  My brother is the young man out there that is taking the pictures.  I say young man, he was actually born in, let’s see your initials are JFK, so you were born in about 1962, is that right?  Pretty easy to remember isn’t it. 

COUNCILMAN DOWNARD:  For those of us that were around.  

PRESIDENT KING:  Yeah.  Alexis is nine years old and is in the third grade at Saint Rachel School.  She plays basketball, volleyball and runs track at school.  Alexis also plays club volley ball.  Her favorite subjects are reading and mathematics.  And she also loves her American Girl Dolls, right, Alexis?

Olivia is eight years old and she is the one in the dark colored dress there, and she is in the first grade at Saint Rachel School.  She plays soccer, volleyball and basketball.  She loves school and, like her sister, she loves American Girl Dolls as well.  Is that right, Olivia?  

You both are sweethearts and it looks like you are joined at the hip when you walk around together.  It's cute.  So enjoy the evening and everybody welcome them, please.  

[Applause].

PRESIDENT KING:  Thank you. 

Councilwoman Butler, I believe you have a guest.  You have the floor.  

COUNCILMEMBER BUTLER:  Colleagues, tonight we have with us Milt Tandy.  And Milt is someone who thought of the party of the century.  He had the foresight of doing a party on this zip code date which was 4-02-14.  Last week we had the zip code party, the 40214 party.  I think you call it the 14 party. 

MILT TANDY:  That's right. 

COUNCILMEMBER BUTLER:  But, we probably had about 700 people out there and a few people called me ahead of time and said what are we going to do if it rains?  I said, it is not going to rain on this party, and it didn't.  It stopped raining about a half hour beforehand and didn't start raining until right when it was over.  And someone said, how can you be so sure.  And I said, it'll be another hundred years before we do it again and we won't be here so we have to do it tonight.

So thank you very much.

MILT TANDY:  Tell mama I said hello. (Laughter)
COUNCILMEMBER TANDY:  I will do that.  (Laughter)
PRESIDENT KING:  Okay.  Does anyone else have anything else productive to say at this point? (Laughter) 

COUNCILMEMBER TANDY:  This is your ‑‑ 

PRESIDENT KING:  These are my nieces. 

COUNCILMEMBER TANDY:  Your brother ‑‑ 

PRESIDENT KING:  Let's not be ugly now. 

COUNCILMEMBER TANDY:  I'll let it go. 

PRESIDENT KING:  That's my younger brother.  A lot younger.  And his initials really are JFK.

It was passed unanimously, but in the Committee there was an amendment that added $100 from District 5 and 23 and $200 from District 16 that made the new total $6,500, which is what you have before us.  So it came to Old Business because of the amendment.

COUNCILMEMBER OWEN:  Yes, Mr. President.  

Colleagues, very briefly.  I appreciate everyone chiming in.  This is actually been coordinated by Councilwoman Ward‑Pugh.  She asked me to speak to it.  I think we all know that profits from a locally owned business benefit the community in ways that are multiplied that outside‑the‑community businesses cannot do and do not do, although they can certainly be generous. 

But they multiply the power through local business.  And the celebration of local business with musicians and businesses and artists and craftspeople as well as farmers will be at the 18th of May at the Water Tower Park from 12:00 until 6:00, and I wanted to emphasize that.  Thank you very much.  

PRESIDENT KING:  Thank you, Councilman.  

Is there any further discussion?  Hearing none, this is an ordinance requiring a roll call vote.  

Mr. Clerk, please open the voting.  Without objection, the voting is closing.  The voting is closed.
