A Waiver is requested from Section 5.6.1 of the Louisville Metro
Land Development Code to dllow less than 50% clear windows
on rear facade of Tract 3B building,

VARIANCE (GRANTED CASE: 19-DDP-0065)

1. A Variance is requested from Table 5.3.2 of the Louisville
Land Development Code to reduce the required street side
setback from 10" to 4'.

2. A Variance is requested from Table 8.3.3 of the Louisville
Land Development Code to allow a 10°, 100 SF. monument sign
on Tract 3.

WAIVER (GRANTED CASE: 18490)

1. A Waiver is requested from Section 10.2.4.B of the Louisville
Metro Land Development Code to dllow the encroachment of the
existing 40 ft. Louisville Woter Company Easement into the
Bardstown Road 30 ft. Parkway Buffer Area for Trocts 2 & 3
(Tr 1 is not affected).

CONDITIONAL USE PERMIT (GRANTED CASE: 10787)

1. APPROVED: A Conditicnal Use Permit to aliow outdoor alcohol
sales for on—site patio areos totaling 2,195 S.F. was granted.

WAIVER (GRANTED CASE: 13661)

1. A Waiver was granted from Section 5.6.1.B.1 and 5.5.2.A.1 of
the Louisville Metro Land Development Code for the Chick—fil—A
Bardstown Road building focade.

WAIVERS (GRANTED CASE: 12435)

1. A Waiver was granted to exceed 10.2.11 Vehicular Use Area
Interior Landscape Area. Alternative storm water drainage design
is being incorporate to address water quality and rate of runoff.
Interior Landscape Islands are being combined to provide for
larger green areas that can be betier utilized for green
infrastructure.

2. A waolver was granted to exceed the maximum building footprint
within the neighborhood form district per Table 5.3.2 of the
L.D.C.

1. The maximum setback alternative is being applied per section
5.1.9 of the Land Development Code.

1. Parking areas and drive lanes to be o hard and durable surface,

2. No portion of the site is within the 100 year flood plain per FIRM Map
No. 21111 C 0097 E doted December 5, 2006.

3. Drainage pattern depicted by arrows (==>) is for conceptual purposes.
Final configuration and size of droinage pipes and channels shall be
determined during the construction plan design process. Drainage
facilities shall conform to MSD requirements.

4. Erosion & Silt Control: Prior to any construction activities on the site
a Erosion & Silt Control Plan shall be provided to MSD for approval.

5. Censtruction fencing shall be erected prior to any construction or grading
activities preventing compaction of root systems of trees to be preserved.
The fencing shall enclose the area beneath the dripline of the tree
canopy and shall remain in ploce. No parking, material storage, or
construction activities shall be permitted within the fenced area,
