No portion of the site is within the 100 year flood plain per FIRM Map No. 21111 C 0098 E dated December 5,
2006.

Drainage pattern depicted by arrows (=) is for conceptual purposes. Final configuration and size of drainage
pipes and channels shall be determined during the construction plan design process. Drainage facilities shall
conform to MSD requirements.

If the site has thru drainage an easement plat will be required prior to MSD granting construction plan approval.
On—site detention will be provided. Post—developed peak flows will be limited to pre—developed peaks for 2, 10,
25, & 100 year storms, to the capacity of the downstream system whichever is more restrictive.

A Downstream Facilities Capacity Request was approved by MSD per letter dated 11/16/2015.

A letter from Jefferson County Public Schools allowing off—site work for the detention basin outlet connection will
be required prior to MSD construction plan approval.

MSD Sanitary Sewer Department approval is required prior to MSD storm water construction plan approval.

MSD Construction Bond required prior to construction plan approval.

All retail shops must have individual connections per MSD’s fats, oils, and grease policy.

Site Geotechnical Report is required to fill existing pond for building prior to MSD construction plan approval.

The approved erosion prevention and sediment control (EPSC) plan shall be implemented prior to any land—disturbing activity on the construction site. Any

modifications to the approval EPSC plan must be reviewed and approved by MSD’s private development review office. EPSC BMP’s shall be installed per the plan
and MSD standards.

Detention basins, if applicable, shall be constructed first and shall perform as sediment basins during construction until the contributing drainage areas are seeded
and stabilized.

Actions must be taken to minimize the tracking of mud and soil from construction areas onto public roadways. Soil tracked onto the roadway shall be removed
daily.

Soil stockpiles shall be located away from streams, ponds, swales and catch basins. Stockpiles shall be seeded, mulched, and adequately contained through the
use of silt fence.

All stream crossings must utilize low—water crossing structures per MSD standard drawing ER-02.

Where construction or land disturbance activity will or has temporarily ceased on any portion of a site, temporary site stabilization measures shall be required as
soon as practicable, but no later than 14 calendar days after the activity has ceased.

Sediment—laden groundwater encountered during trenching, boring or other excavation activities shall be pumped to a sediment trapping device prior to being
discharge into a stream, pond, swale or catch basin.

All storm drainage shall conform to MSD standard specifications.

Construction fencing shall be erected prior to any construction or grading activities preventing compaction of root systems of trees to be preserved. The fencing

shall enclose the area beneath the drip—line of the tree canopy and shall remain in place. No parking, material storage, or construction activities shall be
permitted within the fenced area.
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
