Bell said the store would have delivery and carryout service and also seat up to a dozen customers in a restaurant portion and a few more at a small
bar.

The business, she said, "will add character to this beloved neighborhood."

Bell seeks approval from the Metro Board of Zoning Adjustment to use the property for the taco business. She contends that its longtime continuing
use for business-related purposes amounts to grandfather rights and negates the need to rezone the site.
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
