ENGINEERING, INC. ON JULY 17, 2017 PER SECTION 4.9.3 OF THE LAND
DESIGN DEVELOPMENT CODE. THE GEOLOGIC MAP AND AVAILABLE
AERIAL PHOTOS WERE REVIEWED FOR EVIDENCE OF KARST ACTIVITY
ON THE SITE. SINKHOLES WERE NOT OBSERVED ON-SITE DURING OUR
SITE STUDY, OR IN THE DOCUMENTS REVIEWED. IF KARST FEATURES
ARE DISCOVERED DURING ON-SITE EARTHWORK ACTIVITIES, A

PRELIMINARY DRAINAGE APPROACH AND CALCULATIONS

THE BUILDING SITE DRAINS TO BOTH AN EXISTING DETENTION BASIN ON THE SOUTH SIDE BUILT PRIOR TO
THE GREEN INFRASTRUCTURE AS WELL NORTH TO A PROPOSED DRY BASIN DESIGN AND CONSTRUCTED
