GENERAL NOTES:
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Parking areas and drive lanes to be a hard and durable surface,

There shall be no commercial signs in the Right of Way.

Site lighting shall not shine in the eyes of drivers. If it does it shall be re—aimed, shielded, or
turned off.

Construction fencing shall be erected prior to any construction or grading activities preventing
compaction of root systems of trees to be preserved. The fencing shall enclose the area
beneath the dripline of the tree canopy and shall remain in place. No parking, material storage,
or construction activities shall be permitted within the fenced area.

Mitigation measures for dust control shall be in place during construction to prevent fugitive
particulate emissions from reaching existing roads and neighboring properties.

A General Cross Access Agreement shall be recorded prior to construction plan approval.

All service structures shall be screened per section 10.2.6 of the Louisville Metro Land
Development Code.

All compatible utilities to be placed in a common trench.

Concrete wheel stops or curbing at least six (6) inches high and six (6) inches wide shall be
provided to prevent vehicles from overhanging abutting sidewalks and properties, per section
9.1.12.C of the Louisville Metro Land Development Code.

A Site Investigation was completed by Derek Triplett, RLA on February 20, 2019. There was no
evidence of karst features.

All proposed signs shall comply with Chapter 8 of the Louisville Metro Land Dvelopment Code.

Construction plans and documents shall comply with Louisville and Jefferson County
Metropolitan Sewer District Design Manual and Standard Specifications and other local, state
and federal ordinances.

Sanitary sewer service will be provided by connection and subject to applicable fees. A
