GENERAL NOTES:

1. Parking areas and drive lanes to be a hard and durable surface.

2. An encroachment permit and bond will be required for all work done in the right—of—way.

3. Construction fencing shall be erected prior to any construction or grading activities preventing compaction of
root systems of trees to be preserved. The fencing shall enclose the area beneath the drip line of the tree
canopy and shall remain in place. No parking, material storage, or construction activities shall be permitted
within the fenced area.

4. Mitigation measures for dust control shall be in place during construction to prevent fugitive particulate
emissions from reaching existing roads and neighboring properties.

5. There are no KARST features evident per a site visit on Sept. 15, 2017 by Ann Richard RLA.

6. The Cherokee Road front setback complies with Section 5.1.12 of the Land Development Code.

7. Existing on—site trees will be preserved when possible.

8. Trash collection shall be provided by an indoor dumpster.

10. Verification of the downstream capacity along Cherokee Rd. and Barney Ave. is required prior to MSD
construction plan approval. The amount of on—site detention shall be determined based upon the analysis of the
capacity of the downstream system.

11. On—site detention will be provided. Post—developed peak flows will be limited to pre—developed peak flows for
the 2,10,25 and 100 year storms or to the capacity of the downstream system, whichever is more restrictive.

12. All roof drainage shall be directed to the underground detention.
