1. DOMESTIC WATER SUPPLY:

SUBJECT SITE CAN BE SERVED BY THE LOUISVILLE WATER COMPANY. THE

DEVELOPMENT SHALL BE AT THE OWNER /DEVELOPER’S EXPENSE.

2. TREE PRESERVATION:

A TREE PRESERVATION PLAN SHALL BE PROVIDED TO THE PLANNING

3. PROTECTION OF TREES TO BE PRESERVED:
