GENERAL NOTES

1. CONSTRUCTION PLANS AND DOCUMENTS SHALL COMPLY
WITH LOUISVILLE AND JEFFERSON COUNTY METROPOLITAN
SEWER DISTRICT'S DESIGN MANUAL AND  STANDARD
SPECIFICATIONS AND OTHER LOCAL, STATE AND FEDERAL
ORDINANCES.

2. WASTEWATER: SANITARY SEWER WILL CONNECT TO THE
DERRICK GUTHERIE WASTEWATER TREATMENT PLANT BY
LATERAL EXTENSION AGREEMENT, SUBJECT TO FEES.
SANITARY SEWER PATTERN DEPICTED FOR CONCEPTUAL
PURPOSES ONLY. FINAL CONFIGURATION AND SIZE OF
SEWER PIPES SHALL BE DETERMINED DURING THE
CONSTRUCTION PLAN DESIGN PROCESS. SANITARY SEWER
FACILITIES SHALL CONFORM TO MSD REQUIREMENTS.

3. THE DEVELOPMENT LIES IN THE OKOLONA FIRE DISTRICT.

4, NO PORTION OF THE SUBJECT PROPERTY LIES WITHIN A
FLOOD HAZARD AREA PER FEMA MAP, (21111C00112 DATED

5. THE DEVELOPMENT SHALL BE IN ACCORDANCE WITH THE
APPROVED PRELIMINARY PLAN. NO FURTHER SUBDIVISION
OF LAND INTO A GREATER NUMBER OF LOTS THAN
ORIGINALLY APPROVED SHALL OCCUR, WITHOUT THE
APPROVAL OF THE PLANNING COMMISSION.

6. COMPATIBLE UTILITY LINES ELECTRIC, PHONE, CABLE) SHALL
BE PLACED IN A COMMON TRENCH UNLESS OTHERWISE
REQUIRED BY APPROPRIATE AGENCIES.

7. STREET TREES SHALL BE PLANTED IN A MANNER THAT

AND NEIGHBORING PROPERTIES.

10. THE FINAL DESIGN OF THIS PROJECT MUST MEET ALL MS4
WATER QUALITY REGULATIONS ESTABLISHED BY MSD. SITE
LAYOUT MAY CHANGE AT THE DESIGN PHASE DUE TO
PROPER SIZING OF GREEN BEST MGMT. PRACTICES.

11. A KARST SURVEY WAS PERFORMED BY KELLI JONES ON
JULY 14, 2020. ONE SMALL SINK HOLE WAS LOCATED
NEAR AN EXISTING TREE AS INDICATED ON THE PLAN.

12. DRAINAGE /STORMWATER DETENTION: FINAL CONFIGURATION
AND SIZE OF DRAINAGE PIPES, CHANNELS AND PERMANENT
WATER QUALITY FEATURES TO BE DETERMINED DURING THE
CONSTRUCTION  PLAN  DESIGN  PROCESS. DRAINAGE
FACILITES SHALL CONFORM TO MSD REQUIREMENTS.
ONSITE DETENTION WILL BE PROVIDED.

13. DETENTION BASIN DESIGN WILL BE BASED ON THE CHANGE
IN PRE— AND POST— RUNOFF CONDITIONS FOR THE
DEVELOPMENT SITE. ONSITE POST-DEVELOPED  PEAK
RUNOFF RATES WILL NOT EXCEED PRE-DEVELOPED PEAK
RATES FOR THE 2, 10, 25 & 100 YEAR EVENTS,
OVER—-DETENTION WILL BE PROVIDED TO ACHIEVE A 50%
REDUCTION FROM  THE PRE-DEVELOPED  100-—YEAR
DISCHARGE RATE. CORRESPONDING REDUCTIONS FOR THE
25—-YEAR, 10—-YEAR AND 2-YEAR DISCHARGE RATES WILL
BE A GOAL, UNDERSTANDING THAT FOR SMALLER STORM
