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GENERAL NOTES

1. Parking areas and drive lanes to be a hard and durable surface.

2. No portion of the site is within the 100 year flood plain per FIRM Map No. 21111 C
0104 E dated December 5, 2006.

3. Drainage pattern depicted by arrows (=) is for conceptual purposes. Final
configuration and size of drainage pipes and channeis shall be determined during the
construction plan design process. Drainage facilities shall conform to MSD requirements.

4. Erosion & Silt Control: Prior to any construction activities on the site a Erosion & Silt
Control Plan shall be provided to MSD for approval.

5. Construction fencing shall be erected prior to any construction or grading activities
preventing compaction of root systems of trees to be preserved. The fencing shall
enclose the area beneath the dripline of the tree canopy and shall remain in place. No
parking, material storage, or construction activities shall be permitted within the fenced
area.

6. Outdoor lighting shall be directed down and away from surrounding residential properties.

Lighting fixtures shall have a 90 degree cutoff and height of the light standard shall be
set so that no light source is visible off—site.

7. There should be no incredase in drainage runoff to the right—of—way. Calculations will
be required for any runoff to the state right—of—way.

On—site detention will be provided. Post—developed peak flows will be limited to
at or below pre—developed rates.

No entrances will be permitted to Dixie Highway (US 31W).
